1.0 OPERATION

1.1  Make an application to the Agency to vary this Permit in instances where it
becomes necessary to:

1.  change the construction, operation, structure, or layout of the
facility and all associated buildings;

ii. change equipment, machine, apparatus, mechanism, system or
technology serving the facility;
