1.0 OPERATION

1.1 Make an application to the Agency to vary this Environmental Permit in instances
where it becomes necessary to:

A foot bath containing a disinfectant must be maintained at the entrances of each
poultry and hatchery house and its use must be mandatory before entrance into
pens. Unauthorized persons should be prohibited from entering pens.

Poultry birds must be reared in an “all-in all-out system”.

Poultry bedding materials must be kept as dry as practicable during the growing
cycle of birds. Additionally, bedding materials should be placed in areas of pens
that become excessively moist in an effort to minimize the release of ammonia to
the environment.

Bedding materials should be change after the rearing of each batch of birds is
completed

Dead birds must be immediately removed from pens and disposed of by burial at
the designated location identified off-site of facility as outlined in project
summary.

Upon the completion of each batch of birds, the pens should be cleaned and
disinfected before the commencement of another batch. Waste should be removed
by scraping instead of flushing with water.

All manure removed from pens should be placed in bags and transported to
composting facility located off-site as outlined in project summary.

1.9 All effluent generated from the disinfection of pens should be channeled to waste

water treatment facility.

1.10 All employees working in this section must be equipped with, and trained in the

proper use of personal protective equipment, according to their job specification.
PPEs used must be certified for use in Guyana by the Guyana National Bureau of
Standards (GNBS).

POULTRY PROCESSING FACILITY

2.1 Halt the feeding of birds 6 to 10 hours before transport to the processing facility to

Issued under the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, the Environmental Protection

reduce the volume of excreta to be removed after transport or slaughter.

2.2 Temporary holding area for birds before slaughter must be cleaned and disinfected
on a daily basis.

2.3 Birds must be processed in accordance with measures and procedures outlined in
EMPMF, 2019 and in keeping with internationally recognized food safety
standards consistent with the principles and practice of Hazard Analysis and
Critical Control Point System (HACCP).

2.4 Maintain the lay-out of the facility, ensuring each process is physically separated.

2.5 Maintain adequate ventilation throughout processing facility to protect against the
growth of molds and fungi and the protection of product from contamination. Air
flow should be from cleaner section to the dirtier section.

2.6 Maintain a system for the separation of solid waste from effluent as outlined by
measures in waste management strategy section of EMPMF, 2019.

2.7 All solid waste generated from processing facility must be disposed of in
accordance with measures outlined in waste management section of EMPMF,
2019

2.8 Ensure that leakage from animal by-product storage containers is avoided (e.g.,
preventive maintenance, corrosion inspections must be conducted on a regular
basis).

2.9 All persons working in the processing plant must be equipped with and trained in
the use of personal protective equipment in accordance with their job activity.

2.10 Adequate warning signs must be maintained in processing facility to warn of
impending danger.

2.11 Maintain physical segregation of work and welfare facilities to maintain personal
hygiene.

3.0 WATER QUALITY MANAGEMENT

3.4 Submit within sixty (60) days of receipt of Environmental Permit (Renewed),
a comprehensive wastewater treatment plan for approval by the Agency.

3.5 Wastewater treatment system must be operationalized within one hundred
and eighty (180) days of receipt of approval of plan by the Agency.

3.6  Not discharge untreated effluent directly into receiving waters. All effluent shall
be treated to meet discharge limits set out in condition 3.2.

Notify the Agency within twenty-one (21) days in event of death, bankruptcy,
liquidation or receivership of the Permit Holder or if the Company becomes a party
to an amalgamation.

Notify the EPA within one (1) hour of the occurrence of any environmental
emergencies such as a sudden onset disaster, accident, natural, technological or
human induced factors that cause or threaten to cause severe environmental damage
as well as harm to human health or livelihood.

Report to the Agency any non-compliance(s) with this Environmental Permit within
twenty-four (24) hours of the time the Holder of the Environmental Permit becomes
aware of the non-compliance outlining the anticipated manner in which human
health or the environment may be impacted.
