1.0 OPERATION

1.1 Make an application to the Agency to vary this Permit in instances where it
becomes necessa:y to:

I.  Changes in construction, structure, layout of the facility;
II. Installation of new and/or changes to equipment, machine, apparatus,
mechanisrn, system or technology serving the facility or operation;
III.  Any technology used or installed at the facility from which effluent may be
emitted from; and
IV. Any other variance prescribed by Regulation 20(3) of the Environmental
Protection (Authorisations) Regulations.

1.2  Submit to the Agency the renewed State Forest Authorization
Agreement within three months of the issuance of this Environmental
Permit; failing which, the EPA reserves the right to order the
cessation of all activities at the Project site.

1.3  Construct camps, roads, log markets, plumbed toilets/ pit latrines and trail(s) in
the manner specified in the Guyana Forestry Commission (GFC) Guidelines for
Forest Operatiors, 2018.

1.4  Ensure that adequate provisions are in place for ingress to and egress from the
Project site.

1.5  Where the land surface has been disturbed during/after construction, expansion,
modification or repair of the operation or any portion of the operation, the
Permit Holder shall reclaim/rehabilitate the surface of the land to its former
state; except where it is not possible, the Permit Holder may reclaim and/or
rehabilitate unused land to an equivalent standard.

1.6  Discharge logs safely through the use of appropriate equipment i.e. log extractor
at log market/s to ensure logs do not free fall from haulers to the ground,
resulting in vibration and excessive damage to soils and/ or vegetation.

17 Prohibit the hunting, trapping and trading of endangered and locally protected
wildlife species, in keeping with the Wildlife Conservation and Management Act,
2016. Further, prohibit the capture, trading and removal of wildlife by employees
and/or all third party contractors.

Take the necessary precautionary measures such as the use of leak-proof and
tightly closed containers during the transport of fuel to the concession.
Appropriate measures should also be taken during the handling and use of all
Hazardous Waste at the concession.

Store waste oil in tightly covered plastic pails to avoid spillage. Where possible,
ensure it is stored on an impervious surface. It is an offence to drain
fuel/lubricants including waste oils of any quantity from equipment onto the
ground, drains or water ways.

Promote the reuse of waste oil, for example lubrication of equipment, where
practical.

Label and store before being reused or sold to an authorised dealer; waste oil,

used batteries, oily rags, filters and oil containers, in a designated area with an
impervious surface.

The Permit Holder shall be liable to compensate any person who suffers any loss or
damage as a result of contravening conditions 7.3 and 7.4 of this Environmental
Permit, pursuant to s. 19 of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of
Guyana.

The Permit Holder shall not be indemnified by the Agency for any activity that
causes or is likel7 to cause pollution to the environment, resulting from adverse
effects through the discharge, any contaminant in any amount, concentration, ultra
hazardous substznces, chemicals or otherwise, and shall be rendered liable to
prosecution and o penalties prescribed under the Environmental Protection Act
and Regulations.

The Permit Holder shall be liable of any gross negligence or willful misconduct
caused by the Permit Holder, his Servants and/or Agents, to the environment,
biodiversity, protected species and natural habitat with respect to any release,
discharge, or spill, of contaminant fluids, oil or lubricants.

Should the Permit Holder contravene or be likely to contravene any condition of
this Permit, the Agency (EPA) may serve on him an Enforcement Notice in
accordance with Section 26 of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws
of Guyana.

Where it appears to the Agency that the Permit Holder is engaged in any activity
that may pose a serious threat to natural resources or the environment, or a risk of
serious pollution of the environment or any damage to public health, the EPA may
issue to the Permit Holder a Prohibition Notice, which may order him to
immediately cease the offending activity, in accordance with Section 27 of the
Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana.
