A Waste Management Plan shall be prepared and submitted for the Project by
December 31, 2023. The Waste Management Plant shall include the types of
waste to be disposed of and the methods of waste collection and disposal.

Fire prevention and control equipment shall be maintained in accordance with this
Guyana Fire Service Approval.

Adhere to the requirements of the Occupational Safety and Health Act, Cap.
99:01, Laws of Guyana.

STORAGE OF LUBRICANTS AND GREASE

Adhere to the Pesticides and Toxic Chemicals Control Act 2000.

Lubricating oils and grease shall be stored in a cool dry area. The ideal storage
temperature range is from 0°C to 25°C.

A register of the quantities of lubricants and grease stored at the Project shall be
established and maintained. Registered information shall be maintained on-site
and made available for inspection by the EPA upon request.

Lubricants and grease areas shall be clearly labeled with “Danger, Chemical
Storage Area- Authorized Personnel Only” where applicable as a spill
control measure.

Lubricants and grease shall be stored in accordance with the manufacturer's
directions or Safety Data Sheet instructions.

Safety Data Sheets for all lubricants and grease shall be readily available and easily
accessible at all times in storage areas.

Lubricants and grease storage packages shall be clearly labeled in accordance with
the Globally Harmonized System of Classification and Labeling. The following must

Lubricants and grease storage containers shall be inspected for signs of leakage,
and damaged containers must be replaced immediately. Inspection reports
shall be maintained on-site and made available to the EPA upon request.

Lubricants and grease shall not be stored on damaged or inadequately secured
racking or on damaged pallets to minimize the risk of spills.

Employees involved in the management of lubricants and grease shall be trained on
Hazardous Material Communication and Emergency Preparedness Response.
Training reports shall be maintained on-site and made available for inspection by
the EPA upon request.

All containers shall be labelled to indicate the name and quantity of the material
stored.

NOISE QUALITY MANAGEMENT

Adhere to the provisions of the Environmental Protection (N01se
Management) Regulations, 2000.

All significant noise-producing equipment, such as generators, shall be equipped
with silencers or mufflers and/or be enclosed in suitable acoustic enclosures where
necessary, to reduce noise levels impacting the surrounding environment to
achieve compliance with Guyana National Bureau of Standards (GNBS)
requirement.

All machines and equipment shall be serviced in accordance with the
manufacturer’s specifications to ensure efficiency and reduce the level of noise
produced. Inspection and maintenance reports shall be maintained on-site and
made available to the EPA upon request.

Adhere to the provisions of the Environmental Protection (Air Quality)

Notify the Agency within twenty-one (21) days in the event of death,
bankruptcy, liquidation, or receivership of the Permit Holder or if the Company
becomes a party to an amalgamation.

Maintain and submit to the Agency records of the type, composition, and quantity
of contaminant released (i.e., any solid, liquid, gas, odor, sound, vibration,
radiation, heat, or combination of any of them).

Submit an Annual Report to the EPA on your compliance with this Permit on or
before March 31, of each year.

Report to the Agency any non-compliance(s) with the Environmental Permit
(Renewed & Transferred):

i Within twenty-four (24) hours of the time the Holder of the
Environmental Permit becomes aware of the non-compliance outlining the
anticipated manner in which human health or the environment may be
impacted.

i. Within seventy-two (72) hours of the time the Holder of the
Environmental Permit becomes aware of the non-compliance, submit to the
Agency a written report containing a description of the non-compliance, its
cause, the period of non-compliance including exact dates and time, and the

The Permit Holder shall be liable for any activity that causes or is likely to cause
pollution of the environment unless all reasonable and practicable measures are
taken to prevent or minimize any resulting adverse effect, pursuant to s. 19 of the
Environmental Protection Act, Cap.

The Permit Holder shall be liable for discharging, causing, or permitting the entry
into the environment, of any contaminant in any amount, concentration, or level
excess of that prescribed by the regulations or stipulated by this Environmental
Permit pursuant to s. 19 of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of
Guyana.

The Permit Holder shall be liable to compensate any person who suffers any loss or
damage as a result of contravening conditions 11.3 and 11.4 of this Environmental
Permit, pursuant to s.

The Permit Holder shall not be indemnified by the Agency for any activity that
causes or is likely to cause pollution to the environment, resulting from adverse
effects through the discharge, of any contaminant in any amount, concentration,
ultra-hazardous substances, chemicals or otherwise, and shall be rendered liable to
prosecution and to penalties prescribed under the Environmental Protection Act
and Regulations.

The Permit Holder shall be liable for any gross negligence or wilful misconduct
caused by the Permit Holder, his Servants, and/or Agents, to the environment,

The EPA reserves the right to conduct regular inspections of the Permit Holder’s
activities as part of its monitoring and enforcement requirements under the
Environmental Protection Act, Cap 20:05, the Environmental Protection
(Amendment) Act, 2005, and Environmental Protection (Authorisations)
Regulations, 2000.

The Permit Holder, His Servants, and/or Agents shall at all times, allow entry to
the permitted facility to any Officer designated by the EPA for the purposes of
conducting inspections or any other legitimate business of the Agency. Pursuant to
Section 38 of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, it is
an offense to assault, obstruct or hinder an authorised person in the execution of
his/her duty under the said Act or its Regulations and the Permit Holder shall be
liable to penalties prescribed under paragraph (c) of the Fifth Schedule for doing
SO.

The EPA has the right to modity, cancel, or suspend this Permit for breach of any of
the terms and conditions contained herein.

This Environmental Permit is not the final consent; all relevant Permits
should be obtained from other regulatory bodies for continued
operation.

The Environmental Permit is effective for the period stipulated herein from
September 2023 to August 2024.

This Environmental Permit shall remain valid until August 31, 2024, unless
otherwise suspended, cancelled, modified, or varied in accordance with the
provisions of this Permit or the Environmental Protection Act, Cap.
