NOISE MANAGEMENT

Adhere to the provisions of the Environmental Protection (Noise Management)
Regulations, 2000.

All significant noise-producing equipment, such as generators, compressors, and ice-
making machines, shall be equipped with silencers or mufflers and/or be enclosed in
suitable acoustic enclosures where necessary; to reduce noise levels impacting the
surrounding environment to achieve compliance with Guyana National Bureau of
Standards (GNBS) requirement.

Noise emissions shall be monitored at the boundaries of the property to determine
compliance in accordance with Guyana National Bureau of Standards (GNBS)
Guidelines for Noise Emissions into the Environment.

Residential Limits: 75 dB (Day-time (06:00 h -18:00 h))
60 dB (Night- time (18:00 h - 06:00 h))

Noise quality monitoring shall be conducted annually during normal operations by
trained personnel utilizing calibrated Type 2 Sound Level Meters. Noise quality test -
results shall be submitted to the Agency as part of the Annual Report.

All equipment and machinery shall be placed upon foundations properly designed to
ensure effective damping of vibrations.

WASTE MANAGEMENT

In accordance with the Environmental Protection (Litter Enforcement)
Regulations, 2013, promote good sanitation and solid waste disposal practices on
site. Covered garbage receptacles shall be placed upon impervious bases at strategic
locations, both within and outside the facility.

Burning solid waste is strictly prohibited. All solid waste shall be disposed of by an
EPA Authorised Waste Disposal Company.

Waste collection areas shall be kept clean. Dry methods shall be used when cleaning
and handling waste and in the disposal areas (e.g., sweeping, use of absorbents).

The Permit Holder shall construct and maintain a septic tank system on site in
accordance with the Guyana National Bureau of Standards (GNBS) Code of Practice
for the Design and Construction of Septic Tanks and Associated Secgndary Treatment

Submit an Annual Report to the EPA on the progress of the operation and
compliance with the conditions under which this Permit was granted on or before
March 31, each year.

Report to the Agency any non-compliance(s) with the Environmental Permit
(Renewed):

1. Within twenty-four (24) hours of the time the Holder of the Environmental
Permit becomes aware of the non-compliance, the anticipated manner in which
human health or the environment may be impacted.

ii.  Within seventy-two (72) hours of the time the Holder of the Environmental
Permit becomes aware of the non-compliance, submit to the Agency a written
report containing a description of the non-compliance, its cause, the period of
non-compliance including exact dates and time and the anticipated time it is
expected to continue if the non-compliance(s) has not been corrected.

Comply with any lawful directions given by the EPA from time to time in furtherance
of the implementation of any international or other obligation for the environmental
protection of Guyana.

It is the responsibility of the Permit Holder to ensure the permitted activity and
premises are secured and that all practicable steps necessary to prevent fires,
explosions, leaks, or suspected leaks and spills at the permitted premises are taken.

This Environmental Permit is not the final consent; all relevant
Permissions should be obtained from other regulatory bodies for
continued operation.

This Environmental Permit is effective for the period stipulated herein; (August
2023 to July 2027).

This Environmental Permit shall remain valid until July 31, 2027, unless otherwise
suspended, cancelled, modified or varied, in accordance with the provisions of this
Permit or the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, the
Environmental Protection (Amendment) Act, 2005, and the Environmental
Protection (Authorisations) Regulations, 2000.

This Permit must be renewed by submitting a completed Application Form for
Renewal of Environmental Authorisation to the Agency at least six months before this
Permit expires, that is, no later than January 31, 2027.

Any late submission of renewal application (s) after the specified date as stated above,
may require the Permit Holder to pay, in addition to renewal fee, a late penalty fee
(accruing at the time such obligation was first owed for renewal) at a rate of two
thousand dollars (GY$2000.00) per day for every business day late, until such renewal
application is submitted to the Agency, without prejudice to any other rights of the
Permit Holder in connection therewith.

Failure to comply with the requirements of this Permit or with applicable laws and
regulations, whether existing or forthcoming, shall render the Permit Holder liable to
prosecution and to penalties, inclusive of civil penalties, injunctive relief, and
imprisonment, as prescribed under the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05,
Laws of Guyana, the Environmental Protection Regulations, and othy -. applicable laws
of Guyana. /!
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
