Make an application to the Agency to vary this Environmental Permit (Renewed) in
instances where it becomes necessary to:

CANOPY

Emergency spill cleanup kits shall be acquired, by May 31, 2022, for response to
potential spills.

ABOVE-GROUND STORAGE TANKS (ASTs)

ASTs shall be located in impervious bunds to reduce the risk of groundwater and
land contamination.

All fuels and waste oils shall be managed to ensure safety in handling and
prevention of spills at the storage and operating site(s).

5.9 Submit an Incident Report to the Agency within seven (77) days of an unplanned
release or spill of fuel and/or chemicals, detailing the root cause of the spill, volume
spilled, immediate action(s) taken, recommendation(s) to be implemented to avoid a
similar event, location of all materials stored on site and notification and clean-up
measure for each site of operation.

6.0 FUEL, WASTE OIL AND HAZARDOUS WASTE/ MATERIAL
MANAGEMENT

6.1 Strictly adhere to the provisions of the Environmental Protection (Hazardous
Waste Management) Regulations, 2000.

6.2 Waste oils recovered from oil-water separator or from servicing of generators stored
on site, it should be stored in a covered, bunded area to minimize adverse impacts to
the environment in the event of a spillage. The bunded area must be clearly labeled
and have the capacity to provide 110% containment of the total volume of waste oils
stored.

6.3 Store any contaminated fuel in closed leak proof containers and label “slop tanks” or
‘waste fuel’.

6.4 Store all fuel waste above ground level in a bunded area to allow easy maintenance
and leak detection.

6.5 Oil/fuel contaminated absorbent materials shall be appropriately stored and disposed
of by double wrapping in heavy duty garbage bags. All contaminated absorbent
materials shall be disposed of at an authorized Hazardous Waste Disposal Facility.

6.6 Store all fuel away from ignition sources and have ‘No Smoking’ signs posted where
fuel is handled or stored.

6.7 Refrain from draining fuel or lubricants including waste oils of any quantity from
equipment onto the ground or into waterways.

8.2 The Permit Holder shall be liable for any serious environmental harm caused by
polluting the environment, pursuant to s. 39 of the Environmental Protection Act,
Cap.

8.3 The Permit Holder shall be liable for any activity that causes or is likely to cause
pollution of the environment unless all reasonable and practicable measures are taken
to prevent or minimize any resulting adverse effect, pursuant to s. 19 of the
Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana.

8.4 The Permit Holder shall be liable for discharging, causing or permitting the entry into
the environment, of any contaminant in any amount, concentration or level excess of
that prescribed by the regulations or stipulated by this Environmental Permit
(Renewed), pursuant to s. 19 of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws
of Guyana.

8.5 The Permit Holder shall be liable to compensate any person who suffers any loss or
damage as a result of contravening conditions 9.3 and 9.4 of this Environmental
Permit (Renewed), pursuant to s. 19 of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05,
Laws of Guyana.

8.6 The Permit Holder shall not be indemnified by the Agency for any activity that causes
or is likely to cause pollution to the environment, resulting from adverse effects
through the discharge, any contaminant in any amount, concentration, ultra
hazardous substances, chemicals or otherwise, and shall be rendered liable to
prosecution and to penalties prescribed under the Environmental Protection Act and
Regulations.

8.7 The Permit Holder shall be liable of any gross negligence or willful misconduct caused
by the Permit Holder, his Servants and/or Agents, to the environment, biodiversity,
protected species and natural habitat with respect to any release, discharge, or spill, of
contaminant fluids, oil or lubricants.

8.8 Should the Permit Holder contravene or be likely to contravene any condition of this
Permit, the Agency (EPA) may serve on him an Enforcement Notice in accordance
with Section 26 of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap.

8.9 Where it appears to the Agency that the Permit Holder is engaged in any activity that

Regulations, 2000.

8.11 The Permit Holder, His Servants and/or Agents shall at all times, allow entry to the
permitted facility to any Officer designated by the EPA for the purposes of conducting
inspections or any other legitimate business of the Agency. Pursuant to Section 38 of
the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, it is an offence to
assault, obstruct or hinder an authorised person in the execution of his/her duty
under the said Act or its Regulations and the Permit Holder shall be liable to penalties
prescribed under paragraph (c) of the Fifth Schedule for doing so.

8.12 The EPA has the right to modify, cancel or suspend this Permit for breach of any of
the terms and conditions contained herein.

8.13 This Environmental Permit (Renewed & Transferred) is not the final
consent; all relevant Permissions should be obtained from other
regulatory bodies for continued operation.

8.14 This Environmental Permit (Renewed & Transferred) is effective for the
period stipulated herein (April 2022 to March 2027).

8.15 This Environmental Permit (Renewed & Transferred) shall remain valid until,
March 31, 2027, unless otherwise cancelled, suspended, modified or varied in
accordance with the provisions of this Permit, or the Environmental Protection Act,
Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, Environmental Protection (Amendment) Act, 2005, and
the Environmental Protection (Authorisations) Regulations, 2000.

8.16 This Permit must be renewed by submitting a completed Application Form for
Renewal of Environmental Authorisation to the Agency at least six months before this
Permit expires, that is, no later than September 30, 2026.

8.17 Any late submission of renewal application(s) after the specified date as stated above,
may require the Permit Holder to pay, in addition to the renewal fee, a late penalty fee
(accruing at the time such obligation was first owed for renewal) at a rate of two
thousand dollars ($2,000.00) per day for every business day late, until
such renewal application is submitted to the Agency, without prejudice to any other
rights of the Permit Holder in connection therewith.

8.18 Failure to comply with the requirements of this Permit or with applicable laws and
