Mr Toolsie Persaud, trading and operating under the name, Toolsie Persaud
Limited, hereinafier referred to as the “Permit Holder”, is hereby authorised in
accordance with the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana,
the Environmental Protection (Amendment) Act, 2005, and the Environmental
Protection (Authorisations) Regulations, 2000, for the construction of a Wharf,
located at Mud Lots: 1-4, Lombard and Sussex Streets, Georgetown, hereinafter
~eferred to as the “Project”, in a manner indicated in the Application dated
vecember 13, 2019, subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein and in any
forthcoming regulations made under the said Environmental Protection Act
and/or any applicable laws, best practices, guidelines and standards relevant to
is project.

Terms and Conditions for Construction to be adhered to by the Permit Holder:

1.0 INFRASTRUCTURE

1.1 Notify the Ageney in writing of any proposed changes in construction of the W harf at
least fourteen (14) days before making the change. The notification shall contain a
description of the proposed change in construction. It is not necessary to make
such a notification if an Application to vary this permit has been made and the
Application contains a description of the proposed change. In this condition ‘change

1.2 Conduct all construction activities within the Wharf as specified within the
Environmental Management Plan (EMP) submitted on January 06, 2020, unless
otherwise stated by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).

1.3 Utilise the land in accordance with the plan submitted to the Agency. All specifications
of location, pathways, reserve and boundary lines must be adhered to, unless otherwise
authorised.

1.4 Avoid construction works between 23:00 h and 06:00 h on any day.
ake necessary precautions to avoid erosion, siltation and sedimentation of the

Demerara River in the vicinity of the Project Site during the construction phase of the
Wharf.

1.6 Ensure that all construction works at the Project site are conducted in accordance with
the Sea Defence and Drainage & Irrigation Laws of Guyana.

1.7 Ensure that employees are well-equipped with appropriate protective gear during
construction such as protective head gear, respirators, safety vests, construction boots,
etc. Employees should at all times be well protected.

1.8 Identify suitable areas for material stockpile and equipment during construction.

1.9 Avoid any road traffic hazards or unnecessary inconveniences to the general public
through appropriate planning and management of the construction site.

1.10 Remove all construction tools, equipment, machinery, and waste material from site on
the completion of construction works.

1.11 In the event that materials have to be transported to the Construction Site, ensure that
all trucks/barges used to transport construction materials to the site is covered.

2.0 WATER AND SOIL QUALITY MANAGEMENT

2.1 Protect susceptible sloped surfaces with suitable revetment and appropriate cover to
ensure stability of slopes and avoid erosion.

2.2 Maintain the Integrity of the existing waterways at all times. Discharges into the

¢ Temperature < 40 °C;

* Biological Oxygen Demand (BOD) < 50 mg/L;
Chemical Oxygen Demand (COD) < 250 mg/L;
Total Suspended Solid (TSS) < 100 mg/L;
Oil and Grease < 20 mg/L; and
Total Dissolved Solid (TDS) < 40 mg/L.

Further, monitor the parameters on a biannual basis (once in wet season and once
in dry season) and submit the results to the Agency.

2.3 Avoid soil and water contamination from fuel, grease, waste oils and other petroleum
products that might be used at the Construction Site, Ensure to store all oils, fuel, paints
and chemicals in a designated area, away from the Demerara River.

2.4 Ensure that the River’s Bank is cleared of debris on a regular basis to promote free flow
of water.

2.5 Conduct equipment refueling, maintenance and placement on an impervious base to
prevent any fuel spills/leaks from contaminating the soil and surface/ground water. Oil
spills should be cleaned-up by the best practicable means, to prevent any runoff into
the Demerara River.

2.6 Adequately store and/or cover temporary stockpiles of construction materials,
excavated waste and fuel in a secured designated area to prevent accidental release into
the Demerara River, especially in rainy conditions. The designated area should not be
placed within 10 m of the Demerara River or other water bodies.

2.7 Ensure the construction of the Wharf and dredging is done to coincide with low flow
periods of the Demerara River.

2.8 Ensure that a well-maintained sewage system is provided on site.

3-0 NOISE ABATEMENT AND AIR QUALITY MANAGEMENT

3.1 Comply with the Environmental Protection (Air Quality) Regulations, 2000 and the
Environmental Protection (Noise Management) Regulations 200o0.

3.2 Comply with the Guyana National Bureau of Standards (GNBS) Guidelines for Noise
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Issued under the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, the Envir.onmental Protection
(Amendment) Act, 2005, and the Environmental Protection (Authorisations) Regulations, 2000.

Emissions into the Environment. Sound levels from noise-making devices should not
exceed the limits below, at a distance of 15 metres (50 ft) from the source or property
boundary, whichever is closer.

¢ Construction Limits: 9o dB during the daytime (06:00 h - 18:00 h)
75 dB during the night-time (18:00 h - 06:00 h)

3-3 Ensure that all construction activities are done in such a manner so as to prevent/avoid
adverse noise nuisance to the surrounding environment.

3.4 Ensure that all sound-making devices, such as generators, are suitably enclosed and
constructed with materials of good insulation properties (e.g. hollow concrete blocks,
insulation boards, solid clay bricks, etc.) are equipped with silencers or mufflers to
reduce the noise level and are placed on foundation properly designed to ensure
effective damping of vibrations. Additionally, ensure adequate equipment maintenance

is provided and that obsolete tools and equipment are replaced.

3.5 Ensure that the exhaust stacks of the generator (s) is/are at least 2 metres above the
tallest building nearby, to minimize adverse fumes/soot impacts to the contiguous
areas.

3.6 Employ dust suppression methods such as watering, erecting dust screens/fences to
control dust emissions from material stockpiles and other components of the
development that would generate dust.

3.7 Ensure that appropriate measures are in place to minimise the impacts of air borne
emissions from vehicles offloading and/or loading building materials.

3.8 Comply with the World Health Organisation (WHO) Air Quality Guidelines for
Particulate Matter in the Environment, not exceeding the limits below:

PM-:.5: 10 ug/ms3 annual mean
25 ug/ms3 24-hour mean

PMuo: 20 pug/ms3 annual mean
50 ug/ms3 24-hour mean

Engure all employees are trained in the use of firefighting equipment, such as, fire
extinguishers and understand the firefighting protocol.
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5.4 Ensure an updated Evacuation Plan is maintained and posted at strategic locations.

5.5 Ensure all employees are aware of the Emergency Response Plan (Appendix C,

6.3.2Within seventy-two (72) hours, submit to the Agency a written report
containing a description of the non-compliance, its cause and the period of non-
compliance including exact dates and time.

6.3.3 Submit a report to the Agency indicating the reasons and the anticipated time it
is expected to continue if the non-compliance has not been corrected.

Submit Environmental Annual Reports to the EPA on or before March 31 every
year on your compliance with this Permit (Please see attached, Guidelines for the
Preparation of Environmental Annual Reports).

Notify the EPA within twenty-four (24) hours of the occurrence of any
environmental emergencies such as a sudden onset of disaster, accident, natural,
technological or human induced factors that cause or threaten to cause severe
environmental damage as well as harm to human health or livelihood.

Inform the Agency prior to or within thirty (30) days of any change of name or
ownership of the operation.

Notify the Agency within twenty-one (21) days in event of death, bankruptcy,

liquidation or receivership of the Permit Holder or if the Company becomes a party to
an amalgamation.

INSTITUTIONAL AUTHORITY/LIABILITIES

The Permit Holder shall be strictly liable for any loss or damage to the environment
through any act caused intentionally or recklessly, through the adverse effect of any
discharge or release, or cause or permit the entry of pollution, contaminant in any
amount, concentration or level in excess of that prescribed by the regulations or
stipulated by any Construction Permit which are attributed to the Project, pursuant to
S. 39 and s. 19 (1) and (2) of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of
Guyana.

The EPA reserves the right to review/amend the conditions and fees attached to this
Permit, which also includes the review and/or amendment of Permit Fees in
consideration of any changes in fee structure as determined by the Agency for projects
of this nature.

The Permit holder shall be guilty of an offence in accordance with s. 39 (1), (2), (3) and
(4) of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana., which attribute
liability for causing material or serious environmental harm by polluting the
environment intentionally or recklessly and with the knowledge that material and/or
serious environmental harm will or might result. If found guilty of an offence the
Permit Holder shall be liable to the penalties prescribed under the said Act.

The Permit Holder shall compensate any Party who suffers any loss or damage as a
result of the attributed Project (See: s. 19 (3)(e) of the Environmental Protection Act,
Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana.)

The Permit Holder shall not be indemnified by the Agency for any activity that causes
or is likely to cause pollution to the environment, resulting from adverse effects
through the discharge, any contaminant in any amount, concentration, ultra hazardous
substances, chemicals or oth erwise, and shall be rendered liable to prosecution and to
penalties prescribed under the Environmental Protection Act and Regulations.

The Permit Holder shall be liable of any gross negligence or willful misconduct caused
by the Permit Holder, his Servants and/or Agents, to the environment, biodiversity,
protected species and natural habitat with respect to any release or discharge, spill,
contaminant fluids, oil or lubricants from the fuel storage

Shoulgl the Permit Holder contravene or is likely to contravene any condition of this
Permit, the Agepcy (EPA) may serve on him an enforcement notice in accordance with
S. 26 of the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana.

Where it appears to the Agency that the Permit Holder is engaged in any activity that
may pose serious threat to natural resources or serious pollution of the Environment
or any damage to public health, issue to the Permit Holder a Prohibition Notice, which
may order him to immediately cease the offending activity, in accordance with s. 27 of
the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana.

Failure to comply with the requirements of this Permit shall render the Permit Holder
liable to prosecution and to penalties prescribed under the Environmental Protection
Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, the Environmental Protection (Amendment) Act,
2005, and Environmental Protection Regulations, 2000, including civil penalties and
injunctive relief.

The EPA reserves the right to conduct regular inspections of the Permit Holder’s
operation as part of its monitoring and enforcement requirements under the
Environmental Protection Act, Cap 20:05, and the Environmental Protection
(Amendment) Act, 2005, and Environmental Protection (Authorisations) Regulations,
2000.

Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, it is an offence to assault, obstruct or hinder an
authorised person in the execution of his/her duty under the said Act or its Regulations
and the Permit Holder shall be liable to penalties prescribed under paragraph (c) of
the Fifth Schedule for doing so.

The EPA shall have the right to cancel or suspend this Permit for breach of any of the
terms and conditions contained herein.

The Permit Holder is obligated to ensure that the operation is permitted by other
relevant authorities.

This Construction Permit is effective for the period stipulated herein, F ebruary 2020
to February 2022.

This Construction Permit shall remain valid until February 29, 2022, unless
otherwise suspended, cancelled, modified or varied, in accordance with the provisions
of this Permit or the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana,
Environmental Protection (Amendment) Act, 2005, and the Environmental Protection
(Authorisations) Regulations, 2000.

7-17 This Permit must be renewed by submitting a completed Application Form for

Renet_ual of Environmental Authorisation to the Agency at least six months before this
Permit expires, that is no later than July 31, 2021.
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7-18 Any late submission of renewal application(s) after the specified date as stated above,
shall require the Permit Holder to pay, in addition to the renewal fee, a late penalty fee
(accruing at the time such obligation was first owed for renewal) at a rate of two
thousand dollars ($2,000.00) per day for every day late, until such renewal
application is submitted to the Agency, without prejudice to any other rights of the
Permit Holder in connection therewith.

7.19 Failure to comply with the requirements of this Permit shall render the Permit Holder
liable to prosecution and to civil penalties and/or injunctive reliefs prescribed under
the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana, the Environmental
Protection (Amendment) Act, 2005, and the Environmental Protection Regulations,
including under any existing and forthcoming regulations made under the said Act or
any other applicable Laws of Guyana.
