Church View International Hotel, herein referred to as the "Permit Holder”, is
hereby authorised in accordance with the Environmental Protection Act, Cap.
20:05, Laws of Guyana, Environmental Protection (Amendment) Act, 20035, and
the Environmental Protection (Authorisations) Regulations, 2000, to operate a
Hotel and Bar located at Lot 3-19, Main & King Street, New Amsterdam, Berbice,
hereinafter referred to as “the Project”, in the manner indicated in the
Application for Environmental Authorisation submitted on April 17, 2023,
subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein under the Environmental
Protection Act, existing or forthcoming regulations made under the said Act
and/or any other applicable Laws of Guyana, best practices, guidelines, and
standards relevant to this project.

This Environmental Permit is issued pursuant to the Environmental
Protection (Authorisations) Regulations, 2000.

Terms and Conditions for the operation to be adhered to by the Permit Holder,
his servants, agents, and sub-contractors:
1.0 OPERATION

1.1.  The Permit Holder shall make an application to the Agency to vary this
Environmental Permit in instances where it becomes necessary to:

1.2 The Permit Holder shall submit to the Agency, the requisite approvals
upon obtaining such approvals from the Central Housing and
Planning Authority (CH&PA), the relevant Municipality, or any other
authority with jurisdiction and oversight over the operations by
January 31, 2025.

1.3  You are required to submit the following details regarding the sound system (sound-
making devices and amplifier) to be used at the facility:

1.3.1  The maximum output of all speakers
1.3.2  The number of amplifiers and output channels.

NB. All specifications submitted will form part of Church View International Hotel’s
compliance requirement for the management of all sound-making devices at the

1.4  The Permit Holder shall make all employees, and third parties under your direction,
aware of the conditions of the Environmental Authorisation and provide training on
good environmental practices.

1.4  The Permit Holder shall designate an employee to the role of an Occupational Health
and Safety (OHS)/Environmental Officer to be responsible for the implementation
and coordination of all safety requirements, and terms and conditions stipulated in
this Permit, as well as compliance monitoring with the preparation of all required
reports. The Agency shall be notified within 21 days of any change in
representative.

1.5  The Permit Holder shall ensure that all pest control applications are conducted by a

pest control operative who is trained by the Pesticides and Toxic Chemicals Control
Board (PTCCB).

Record, investigate, and address complaints of excessive noise, fumes, and
vibrations from the public promptly upon receipt. Maintain a record of all
complaints received and the action taken.

6.5  Notify the Agency within twenty-one (21) days in the event of death, bankruptcy,
liquidation or receivership of the Permit Holder or if the company becomes a party
to an amalgamation. -

6.6 Report to the Agency any non-compliance(s) with this Environmental Permit.

6.6.1 Within twenty-four (24) hours of the time the Holder of this
Environmental Permit becomes aware of the non-compliance, with the
anticipated manner in which it may endanger human health or the
environment may be impacted.

6.6.2 Within seventy-two (72) hours of the time the Holder of the
Environmental Permit becomes aware of the non-compliance, submit to
the Agency a written report containing a description of the non-
compliance, its cause, the period of non-compliance including exact
dates and time, and the anticipated time it is expected to continue if the
non-compliance(s) has not been corrected.

7.13  Failure to comply with the requirements of this Permit shall render the Permit
Holder liable to prosecution and to civil penalties and/or injunctive reliefs
prescribed under the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of Guyana,
the Environmental Protection (Amendment) Act, 2005, and the Environmental
Protection Regulations, including under any existing and forthcoming regulations
made under the said Act or any other applicable Laws of Guyana.

7.14 The Permit Holder is obligated to ensure that the operation is permitted by other
relevant authorities.

7.15 This Environmental Permit is effective for the period stipulated herein,
October 2024 to September 2030.

7.16  This Environmental Permit shall remain valid until September 2030, unless
otherwise suspended, cancelled, modified, or varied, in accordance with the
provisions of this Permit or the Environmental Protection Act, Cap. 20:05, Laws of
Guyana, Environmental Protection (Amendment) Act, 2005, and the Environmental
Protection (Authorisations) Regulations, 2000.

7.17  This Permit must be renewed by submitting a completed Application Form for
Renewal of Environmental Authorisation to the Agency at least six months before
this Permit expires, that is no later than March 31, 2029.

7.18 Any late submission of renewal application(s) after the specified date as stated
above, shall require the Permit Holder to pay, in addition to the renewal fee, a late
penalty fee (accruing at the time such obligation was first owed for renewal) at a rate
of two thousand dollars ($2,000.00) per day for every day late, until such
renewal application is submitted to the Agency, without prejudice to any other rights
